Mounting

VIDAR comes in two different versions 
- surface mount and pendant

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1.)   Install the bracket on the 
ceiling. Use screws and plugs 
suitable for your ceiling.

2.)   Connect metal wire between 
luminaire and bracket.
Perform the electrical 
installation according to 
standards and regulations 
in your region, see “Electrical 
installation”.

3.)   Attach the luminaire to the 
bracket. Make sure that the 
pins fit in the holes of the 
bracket. Rotate the luminaire 
slightly to lock it in place.

4.)   Turn on the electricity and 
enjoy the new luminaire.

Surface installation

1.)   Install the bracket on the 
ceiling. Use screws and plugs 
suitable for your ceiling.

2.) Attach ceiling cup and 
luminaire to bracket. 
Adjust mounting height by 
pushing down the pin on 
the wire locks located on the 
luminaire body. Adjust length 
of electric cable and fasten 
the plastic cable locks.

3.)   Perform the electrical 
installation according to 
standards and regulations 
in your region, see “Electrical 
installation”.

Suspended installation
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Electrical installation

EU terminal  
Connect the two DALI wires to 
push-in terminals CH1 and CH2 in 
the ceiling cup.  
DALI is polarity insensitive. 
Connect neutral (N), line (L) and 
protective ground ( )  to their 
respective terminals.

EU WAGO 

Connect the WAGO connectors.

Disconnect power before instal-
lation, maintenance or service.

• Allow lamp/luminaire to cool down before handling.
• The connecting cable is not waterproof.
• No user serviceable parts inside of luminaire.
• Luminaire to be independently supported to building structure.
• Avoid direct eye exposure to light source when luminaire is on.
